The Connect2 Worcester scheme won £850,000 of the      
available £50 million from the Big Lottery Fund to build the    
Diglis Island Bridge - thanks to everyone who voted!

The scheme will   
deliver 79 key bridges, crossings and routes to link             
communities, with parks and green spaces, their work places, 
local amenities and local schools.  

The Diglis Island Bridge is expected to transform Worcester, 
making it more pleasant for people to walk and cycle, and     
enjoy fantastic views of the area. The bridge is the focal point 
of a much wider project that will greatly enhance and improve    
walking and cycling across the city.
