Parenting and the Law - Anti-Social Behaviour (ASB)

Incident Occurs

An incident occurs and people in the community are concerned. The Police
are notified.

The Letter

Police send a letter to the parents or carers of child/young person to inform
them of an incident and to give them a chance to respond to the concerns.

The Home Visit and
Acceptable Behaviour Contract (ABC) 4

Police plus other agencies such as a member of Youth Inclusion Services
Panel (YISP), an Education Welfare Officer or a Youth Worker. The aim is to
share information and explore the options available to the young person and

to the parent.

Police Station Meeting and
Individual Support Order (ISO)

This is a case conference meeting arranged by the police for the family plus
other agencies who may be involved with the family. At this point, an
Individual Support Order (ISO) could be agreed to give the young person
another chance to stop the anti-social behaviour.

Anti-Social Behaviour Order (ASBO)

If all the above fails to stop the behaviour, an Anti-Social Behaviour Order
(ASBO) will be issued.

At this crucial stage the young person can still agree to be supported by an
Individual Support Order (ISO ) which can be attached to the ASBO.
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
