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The contractor is currently completing 
Berkeley Way Shared Use Route - Phase 3, 
on the northern edge of Warndon Villages. 

The work comprises of the construction of 
a 2.0m wide shared use route (walking and 
cycling) with signing on the northern 
grassed verge of Berkeley Way linking into 
the existing route at the Wainwright Road 
roundabout. This completes the route 
linking Shire and Berkeley Business Parks, 
the retail units off Brindley Road and two 
pubs (Three Pears and Barn Owl) to 
Warndon Villages.  

Construction costs of £43,000 for this latest 
phase are funded by developer contributions 
and it is the first scheme to be completed 
under the new Highways Improvement 
Framework Agreement (HIFA) contract.
