
 
 
 
 

The Archaeology of Worcestershire’s River Valleys with: To 
Require and Inspire – Art in Archaeology 
 
As the Archaeology Service’s Art in Archaeology Exhibition 
concludes its tour of Worcestershire’s Libraries, Unlocking the 
Past is again sharing some of the display space offered by 
Kidderminster Library throughout February. 
 
The Aggregates Levy Sustainability Funded display features the 
themes of Bronze Age Life and Death from sites excavated at Holt 
(in the Severn Valley) and at Kemerton (in the Avon Valley). 
 

 
A pastoral (Middle Bronze Age) settlement 
was discovered in advance of quarrying at 
one of the Huntsman’s Quarries on the 
Carrant Brook, in the 1990s and a number 
of human cremations were investigated in 
the 1970s on the site of the former Ball Mill 
Quarry, now owned by Tarmac. 
 
 

 
The exhibition contains reconstruction paintings of the two sites 
and displays a sample of the accompanying artefacts, including 
three cremation urns from the Holt burial (on loan from the County 
Museum Service) and pottery and loomweights from the Kemerton 
Settlement. 
 
 
 
Also on loan is a recently re-discovered model of the Bronze Age 
cremation site at Holt. 
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On 1st March the two exhibitions will close with a free public event 

to celebrate the work of the artists represented in the gallery.
