Death

Personal items and food were often
placed as offerings alongside the dead.
Elaborately decorated vessels were used
for burial rites and, in some cases, as
cremation urns.

At times these communities also practised
inhumation, the ritual placing of the corpse
in a grave. Old and sometimes highly
worn objects, accompanying the remains,
suggest that grave goods included long
treasured possessions of the deceased.
